 Adopted with collected wisdom by AP member states
(well before the global boom of GE)

e LC aspects highlighted when AP hosted COP in Bali
e Commitment strengthened MCEDG6 (2010)
e Gaining focus on SD and PE by Rio+20 (2012)

e GG now regarded as Economic Development Strategy to
sustain Growth to address persistent poverty, health, unmet
needs, resource security, growth competitiveness, etc.
